ADMISSION

New admission will generally begin in April. The age of the child seeking admission to Montessori
Grade-1 is 4 years, to Montessori Grade-2 is 5 years and for Std.

3. Original Transfer Certificate issued by the previous school (for class 1stand above)
Original Mark Sheet or attested copy of the last examination passed at the previous school
(for class 1stand above)

FEES

The fees will be levied as per the fees structure at
the time of admission and as per the schedule of fee
structure. The parent should remit it in time. The name of
the defaulters after the last date for payment with fine
will be removed from the roll without further notice. Rs.
2000/- must be remitted as re-admission fee along with
the arrears amount for such student.

SEAT RESERVED

studious children who are destitute and orphans. They will
be selected by the management. Education free of cost to
the deserving students is a land mark in the history of Safa
English School.

WORKING DAYS & HOLIDAYS

The school will work from 9.30 am to 4 pm from
Monday to Saturday. Second Saturday and Sundays are
holidays. Saturdays are holidays for Montessori. The
school follows the education calendar of Kerala Govt. for
all other holidays. The school will not function when
holidays are declared by Govt. or District Collector, but
will be compensated with other suitable days, for getting
the required working days.

CO-CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES

Ample opportunities are given to every child to bring out
his inherent talents.

Sports and games are organized from time to
time. Regular periods are provided in the timetable under
the supervision of a qualified physical education teacher.

The students are occasionally taken out on
picnics, field trips and educational tours. The parents are
normally informed and their consent obtained in advance.
These tours are taken only under the strict supervision of
teachers and only with prior adequate arrangements.
However, management is not responsible, in spite of all
precautions taken, for any unforeseen events like
accidents or sickness during and after their tours.
